Packaging with a UTS degree provides a higher education visa for the full five years, covering both the A Levels programme and subsequent studies at UTS.

Justin

In the AS level during year 11, students pick four subjects from their stream, which can be science, engineering, or business.
For instance, science students take math, computer science, biology, and chemistry, avoiding physics if it's not their strength.
The business stream covers topics like accounting and economics, and IT students can choose from any stream to fit their goals.
The school year starts in January and has three semesters, ending with AS level exams around October or November.
After exams, there's a break, and then students work on diploma courses that are part of their stream, like cell biology for science students.
By doing this, students can get Cambridge qualifications and diploma credits at the same time, which helps with getting credit for prior learning at UTS.

In the A Levels year, students choose three subjects to concentrate on, reducing from the four they studied in the AS Level.
This allows students to focus more intensely on their main interests, like math, computer science, biology, and chemistry for those in the science stream.
The A Levels academic year begins in January, with the final exams taking place in October.
After exams, in the last seven weeks of the year, students work on two new diploma subjects. For example, science students might take human anatomy and a second level of chemistry.

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Academic requirements: 
Students must have completed Year 10 or equivalent with good grades in academic subjects and English.
Streams: Admission focuses on subjects related to the stream the student is applying for.
English language requirements: IELTS of 5.5 or equivalent. Preference for young learners may be to undertake Academic English (AE) or to complete a preparatory English course.
Additional details and admissions training available through RPMs and regional teams for those who require further information.



Fees
• Fee structure is comparable to HSC private school programs
• Students pay in three instalments per year
• Launch support through scholarship incentives
• Agent commissions covered for two-year study period to ensure partnership support

2025 Scholarships

Fees per student $39,000 per year $6,000 - $10,000
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The program fees are competitive, aligning with private school fees in the area and slightly higher than the foundation program.
A fee scholarship is budgeted to support students, potentially involving an interview process rather than being a blanket discount.
Commission structures are planned over the two-year study period for the AS and A Levels program.
